Evo Bluetooth Pairing Sequences.

Phone Only:

1) Insert 2.5mm "Pairing Pin" into the PTT socket of the Evo.

2) Connect power to the Evo unit.

3) Wait 5 seconds and pull out the "Pairing Pin".

4) Set your phone to "search" for devices.

5) When your phone finds the Evo device - confirm pairing using the "0000" code

Garmin Zumo & TomTom Rider:

1) Insert 2.5mm "Pairing Pin" into the PTT socket of the Evo.

2) Connect power to the Evo Unit.

3) Leave the "Pairing Pin" in place - do not remove at this time.

4) Go through the Headset pairing sequence of the GPS unit, using the "0000" pairing code.

5) After pairing with the GPS is completed, pull out the "Pairing Pin" from the Evo.
No Bluetooth

If you have a Bluetooth module fitted inside your Evo, but you do not have your phone or GPS unit connected, your Evo unit will “Beep” at you ever 10 seconds to let you know there is no connection.

To stop the beep, 

1) Remove the power from the Evo

2) Insert the “Pairing Pin” and power up.

3) Pair with your phone as above

4) After pairing, remove the pin (same sequence as pairing with a GPS)  This will stop the Evo unit from searching for any devices and stop the Bleeping.

NOTE:

Some devices can take up to 1 minute to re-connect.

For music through the Zumo, you will need to connect the 3.5mm stereo music lead from the Zumo to the Evo
